Over the years we have always
provided a delicious luncheon
following a funeral for relatives
and friends of the deceased.
Usually the surviving family is
invited to choose either a hot
meal consisting of baked ham,
scalloped potatoes, green bean
casserole, salads and desserts or
a cold meal consisting of as-
sorted cold cuts and breads, sal-
ads and desserts. On many,
many occasions people have
commented to me about how
delicious the luncheon was and
how every welcoming and
friendly our parish is. Through
the efforts of many, many peo-
ple we are able to serve these
funeral luncheons for only a
nominal cost to the family. In
order to continue this very im-
portant funeral luncheon minis-
try we are in great need of more
parishioners to volunteer their
help. Areas of service include:
preparing a salad or dessert and
bringing it to the church hall on
the day of the funeral, setting
tables and assisting with prepar-
ing and serving the meal, or
helping with kitchen and church
hall clean-up after the meal. We
are especially in need of help at
the luncheon on the day of the
funeral. Presently, we have sev-
eral teams who take turns being
responsible for the luncheons
so each team probably serves
four luncheons per year.

Volunteering at a funeral
luncheon is a rewarding
experience and it is truly an
act of mercy to the grieving
family and friends. Among
the volunteers friend new
friendships are made here
and old friendships are re-
kindled in a positive and
friendly environment. We
are grateful to our present
volunteers for their dedica-
tion and compassion for
helping fellow parishioners
in their time of loss and
grief.
